• Benny: 
o Appeal process highlighted in email due to recent UCLA and Berkeley decisions, along with ongoing 

application opportunities at other colleges like Northridge and Cal States.  
o Increased number of student denials this year, possibly due to various factors including recent resignation 

in the Education Department related to FAFSA issues.  
o Closing deadline for applications is May 8th, with the last finance meeting likely on the 15th. Campus 

activities cease by May 28th.  
o Reminder about May 2nd deadline for Cal Grant and FAFSA, with potential budget deficits estimated 

between $40 million to $70 billion.  
o Reduction in non-resident admissions adds pressure on University of California campuses.  
o Encouragement to file appeals despite being waitlisted, due to unique circumstances this year
