OISt pEVRY UNIVERSITY

This transfer credit guideline details transferable general education courses and a few commonly transferable
courses for each of the DeVry Bachelor of Science programs. This transfer credit guideline is based on the
academic year and college listed on the reverse side. This transfer credit guideline is subject to change and to
transfer credit guidelines at the time of publication.

STUDENTS SHOULD BE AWARE OF THE FOLLOWING WHEN TRANSFERRING CREDIT TO DEVRY FROM A
CALIFORNIA COMMUNITY COLLEGE:
e ltisthe student’s responsibility to check the current catalog and transfer credit guidelines of both the
community college and DeVry for any changes that may occur.
e Students who are enrolled at DeVry and who seek to earn credit at another institution for transfer to
DeVry must have a pre-approval on file signed by the transfer credit coordinator.
e Students must earn letter grades of A, B, or C in order to transfer them to DeVry.
e The student is responsible for having official transcripts sent to DeVry.
e ltisthe student’s responsibility for requesting an evaluation of those transcripts by the transfer credit
coordinator.

TRANSFER CREDIT

e Transfer credit will count toward graduation requirements. The grade from the outside institution will
not be transferred to DeVry and will not factor into GPA calculations.

e Students should note that a maximum of 80 DeVry semester hours of credit may be awarded for
transferable courses from a regionally accredited community college.

e Students must complete a minimum of 35% of their program requirements at DeVry in order to meet
residency requirements.

e Transfer credit for LAWS 310 or PSYC 305 must come from any UC or CSU transferable social science
course except courses in History, Humanities, or Philosophy.

ACCREDITATION

DeVry University is accredited by the commission on institutions of Higher Education of the North Central
Association of Colleges and Schools (NCA). The U.S. Department of Education lists the NCA as a recognized
accrediting association.

ACADEMIC CALENDAR

DeVry institutes follow a 15-week trimester academic calendar with classes beginning in March, July, and
November. Students should be aware that DeVry’s academic calendar may not run concurrently with other
colleges and universities academic calendar.
