● It is important to think about your portfolio from the very beginning of your educational experience, 
so you are not scrambling for content at the last minute. It is a great way to catalog your work.

Knowing that potential employers will 
see your work may help you think about classroom assignments differently.

Show them 
that you understand their market, customer and aesthetic, and visually show them that you are the right 
person for the job.

Recommended Sections For Personal Website
Your Name 

Title “Makeup Artist” 
○ so they know you are not a photographer or hair stylist.

“About me” 
○ Include a small paragraph about you and your work.

“Contact me”
○ Provide a way people who would like to work with you can contact you. 

Your work
○ You can break it into sections if you like:  videos, versus stills, versus editorial.

Service menu:  
○ What services do you offer and their price/ per hour or per service. 

Product favorites:  
○ People often choose salons for the products they use, so if you offer something special or luxury, you 

should highlight it. 
It is always good to look at other stylist portfolios as a benchmark when creating yours.
